List of possible questions the judges might ask:
1. What was your most important source and why?
2. What is the most important point you are trying to convey about your topic?
3. What is the most important thing you learned from completing your project?
4. Why did you pick this topic?
5. As you did your research, what surprised you the most about your topic?
6. What did you find most difficult about doing research for this project?
7. How did your primary sources help you understand your topic?
8. How did you come up with the script/design of your topic?
9. What caused your topic?
10. What are the effects of your topic?
11. Why is your topic significant?
12. What were the legacies of your topic?
13. What tragedies are associated with your topic?
14. What triumphs are associated with your topic?
15. Is there anything you weren’t asked that you would like to talk about?
